1. Abi Marriott and Laura Lloyd from PLANED came to discuss the pilot Community Wellbeing Resilience Project which is intended to support communities with information, surveys, community benefits etc. Cllr. Brigit Thurstan explained about the Pavilion building in Trefin with associated areas that need refurbishing and the need for a vision of how to rescue and progress these areas.  Cllr. Daniel mentioned the problems with the taking over of the Village Hall lease from the Presbyterian Church of Wales and the restriction of a future limited term of maybe 5 years.   The Pavilion might well then be required to act as a Community Hall/Hub after that lease expires and the PLANED project could provide evidence and consultation opportunities for the need for both these projects to be completed for the benefit of the wider community.  It was suggested to undertake a fairly wide consultation project initially networking and visiting local groups and organisations and holding public drop in meetings etc.  Cllr. Brigit Thurstan promised to send pictures of the existing land and building and the first drop in event would be Saturday 14th March, 10-2.    Abi and Laura will visit Trefin on Thursday 20th Feb at 2pm to see around the Pavilion and its grounds.
