CHANGES MADE TO FREE SCHOOL MEALS SERVICE

Changes are being made to the way Free School Meals are
distributed this week to ensure access to the provision in as safe a
way as possible.

Currently, meals are available for takeaway from schools.

More than 1,000 pupils have accessed the provision daily over the
last week.

However, tomorrow (Tuesday, 315t March) will the last day to access
the takeaway service at schools.

Those eligible for Free School Meals will receive a letter or email with
vouchers redeemable at any Tesco stores.

The voucher is worth £39 for each child and represents 10 days of
Free School Meals from April 15t to April 141,

The move, which is in line with other Welsh local authorities, has
been implemented to reduce the risk of spreading coronavirus
through social interaction.

The vouchers can either be printed and taken to the store or, if using
a mobile device, via a barcode to be scanned.

If you have any difficulties going shopping, because of self-isolation
for example, and cannot get help from friends, family or neighbours,
please contact the Community Co-ordination Hub set up by
Pembrokeshire County Council, PAVs and Delta Wellbeing.
