As | explained yesterday, we have
set up a Provider Hub.

‘I want to take this opportunity to reassure families that have loved ones in care that they will be
treated with dignity while care providers are receiving our full support.

‘The welfare of the vulnerable and that of residents of the care homes and those who are receiving
care at home, is a priority for us. They remain valued members of the community.

‘I really appreciate how difficult it is for families not being able to see their loved ones while the
lockdown exists.
