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PUNCHESTON COMMUNITY COUNCIL

A meeting of Puncheston Community Council was held on Wednesday 24th September 2014 at Puncheston School at 7.30 p m.
Present were:-  Dr Peter Lilley (Chairman), Messrs Dewi Lewis, Wyn Williams, Gareth Howells,

Mrs Alison Evans, Councillor Bob Kilmister, Pembs County Council and John Griffiths (Clerk).

The Chairman welcomed Mr Gareth Howells to the meeting, this being Mr Howells’ first meeting of the Community Council. Mr Howells signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office form.

1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Mrs Anne Thomas.
2. Minutes of the last meeting.
Copies of the minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 30th July 2014 had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes.
(a) ANNUAL AUDIT 2013/14.


(i) The signed Annual Return has been returned by the external auditors and was approved and 


accepted by the Council.


(ii) The Notice of Conclusion of Audit is being displayed in the Notice Boards and the Accounts


are available for inspection on contacting the Clerk.


(iii) It was proposed by Dewi Lewis, seconded by Alison Evans and agreed to pay the £96.00 


audit fee including VAT.

(b) GOVERNING BODY OF PUNCHESTON SCHOOL. Following the July meeting, Alison Evans had decided that the time was right for her to put her name forward for the position of Additional Community Governor on this Governing Body. The Clerk reported that he had notified the Governors Support Services, Pembs County Council of this on 1st September 2014. 

(c) PUNCHESTON SCHOOL GALLERY. Alison Evans stated that she was willing to act as a member of the trust for Puncheston School Gallery. It was proposed by Dewi Lewis, seconded by Wyn Williams and agreed that Mrs Alison Evans be elected to serve as a member of the trust for Puncheston School Gallery.
4. Highway Matters.
(a) DEFECTIVE STREET LAMP. Lamp 803/398 at the junction of the Trecwn road with the Puncheston road in Little Newcastle is not working. The lamp to be reported to Pembs County Council Service Line.
(b) PUNCHESTON TO MORVIL ROAD. Dewi Lewis reported that since the road surface on this road had been improved, traffic was now travelling much faster along this road and several accidents have occurred on the narrow stretches of this road. It was agreed to ask the County Council to provide ‘Road Narrows’ warning signs, one near Bungalow, Puncheston and one near the entrance lane to Windy Hill, Puncheston.
(c) REINSTATEMENT OF ROAD MARKINGS. Peter Lilley stated that the centre-line road markings in the centre of the carriageway at Glanrhyd had still not been reinstated. It was agreed that a further letter be sent to Mr J Emrys Llewelyn, Area Maintenance Manager – North, Pembs County Council.
5. Planning.
(a) NP/14/0340. Planning permission granted for change of use of existing agricultural barn to Rural Enterprise Workers Dwelling together with partial demolition & provision of single storey rear 
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extension, new roof, new fenestration and associated external works at Fagwr Goch, Morfil, Clunderwen, SA66 7RD. 
(b) NP/14/0356. Planning permission granted for the installation of solar pv panels on roof of clearwater tank at Preseli Clear Water Tank, Rosebush, Clunderwen, SA63 4TT.
(c) Pembs CC 14/0359/PA. Planning application for Variation of condition No. 4 of planning consent 13/0410/PA to allow for the erection of an endurance 50KW wind turbine (hub height 24.8m and blade tip 34.5m) at White Hall, Little Newcastle, SA62 5TE. Members agreed neither to support nor to object to this application but to show our response as ‘not specified’. A letter of explanation to be sent with our response explaining that it is the Community Council’s current policy to support the planning applications for single wind turbines at dairy farms. White Hall is currently not a dairy farm. The letter also to explain that due to the proliferation of single wind turbines and of pairs of wind turbines on farms throughout Pembrokeshire, the Community Council may have to change its policy.

(d) Pembs CC 14/0478/PA. Planning application for Variation of Condition Nos: 8,9 &10 (Code for sustainable homes) and Nos: 4, 5, 6 & 7 (Highway details) of consent 13/0120/PA at Yet Y Rhug, Letterston, SA62 5TB. Members supported the application.

(e) Pembs CC 14/0500/PA. Planning application for Rural Enterprise Dwelling (Revised Design) at 

Yet Y Rhug, Letterston, SA62 5TB. Members supported the application.

7. Any Other Business.
(a) FLOWER BEDS, PUNCHESTON GREEN. Dewi Lewis reported that Pembs County Council had not planted the flower beds at Puncheston Green this summer. Councillor Kilmister explained that this was due to the cutbacks in public expenditure. It was agreed that the Community Council was prepared to take on the responsibility for planting and maintaining the flower beds It was agreed to write to 

Mr Ian Westley, Director of Transportation Housing and Environment, Pembs County Council in the first instance to seek the agreement of the County Council to transfer responsibility to the Community Council.

(b) DONATIONS TOWARDS COSTS OF CHRISTMAS LIGHTS. Dewi Lewis stated that Puncheston Recreation Committee was enquiring whether or not the Community Council was prepared to make a donation towards the costs of Christmas lights. It was agreed that the Community Council would probably be prepared to make such a donation, however information should be provided regarding the costs involved. It was also agreed that if a donation was made towards the costs of the Christmas lights in Puncheston, then a donation would have to be made towards the costs of Christmas lights in Little Newcastle should such a request be received.
(c) YOUNG CHILDREN RIDING BIKES ON THE HIGHWAY IN LITTLE NEWCASTLE. 

Anne Thomas had requested the Clerk to raise the matter that she was concerned for the safety of young children riding their bikes on the highway in Little Newcastle without adequate supervision. Alison Evans reported that a letter had recently been sent by Puncheston School to the parents of all pupils, drawing their attention to the dangers faced by young children riding their bikes on the highway. It was agreed that the Community Council would support the efforts made by the school in this matter and would include an appropriate item in the news item.
There being no further business the Chairman declared the meeting closed at 9.0 p m.
