An email from Mr P Mathias on behalf of Lamphey Village Hall was read to the Committee and Mr Skeels stated on 2 occasions he had offered Mr Mathias cash but this offer was rejected and he wasn’t happy with this email. 

Resolved.   The above payments be made. Proposed by Mr Purser and seconded by Mr Vince and agreed by all Members.
3. Approval of accounts for year ended 31 March 2020. The Chair went through the Annual Governance Statement ( Parts 1/2) with Members and completed every item and duly signed as approved by the Council. The accounts had recently been audited by Mr Gareth Hopkins who is the Internal Auditor.
4. Notice boards.  It was reported that the Lamphey Village notice board which was previously at Lamphey Garage was now stored in Lamphey Village Hall as CK 
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wouldn’t agree to it being installed on Lamphey Garage premises. Mr Purser stated that the notice board in Hodgston was fine. Mr Cannon stated that he didn’t think that FESCA could afford to purchase a new notice board for Freshwater East There is a LCA notice board by the Bishiop’s Garden. The matter was then discussed at length.
Resolved.  A grant application be made for 3 new notice boards: 2 for Lamphey and 1 for Freshwater East. 
5. Trewent Bungalow, Freshwater East.  A reply from Karren Bolton dated 6 March 2020 was read to the Meeting. Mr Vince gave a verbal report listing dates on  this ongoing matter and referred to the lack of progress being made since this email. A lengthy discussion then took place.
Resolved.   A letter be sent to the Director of Planning in PCNPA asking for an update on this matter including any enforcemernt action being taken.
6. Mr H John – Extended leave of absence as a Councillor.  The Clerk referred to an email dated 26 February 2020 from Mr John requesting an period of time absent from Council meetings. He, however, attended this meeting and stated that he didn’t now require this leave of absence and Members welcomed him back.
7. Clerk’s Retirement.  The Clerk informed Members that he intended to retire on 31 May 2020 but due to Covid-19 stated that he would continue until things improved. He stated that he didn’t intend continuing after the end of December 2020 as he will have completed over 29 years of service by then.

Resolved.  The Clerk pursue a draft job description from OVW.
8. Amendment to financial standing orders.  The Chair referred to problems having payments agreed due to Covid-19.
Resolved. Items 4.1 and 5.6 of the Model Financial Regulations 2019 for Wales be amended to allow payments to be made. This was proposed by Mr Purser and seconded by Mr Cannon and agreed by all Members.

9. Ratification of planning application comments that have been submitted during lockdown.  The following planning applications were emailed to Members during this period:-
A) Reduction of 2 Ash trees to 1m monoliths Four Bays – NP/20/0131/TPO. No Comments were made.
B) Management of the woodland to maintain habitat for wildlife  The Burrows, Freshwater East – NP/20/0108/TPO.  No comments were made.

C) Change of use from residential garden to burial ground for Lamphey Churchyard Lamphey Churchyard, St Tyfai’s Church, Lamphey –19/1275/PA. A reply was sent offering no objection.
D) Single storey rear, side & front extensions Greenham, Trewent Hill, Freshwater East – NP/20/0183/FUL.  Comments were made that the “under croft” is for maintainance use only and not to be used for accommodation.

E) Replacement Nutrient Storage Lagoon Westhill Farm, Freshwater East – NP/20/0198/FUL.  A reply was sent stating that there was no objection.
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F) Alterations and extension 2, St Faiths, Lamphey – 20/0065/PA.  Comments were made.
G) Partially retrospective application for dual-pitch-roofeed outbuilding with natural slate roof, rendered walls,and patio doors and circular window, with natural stone The Wigwam, Freshwater East – NP/20/0233/FUL. Comments were made.

H) Erection of agricultural shed for implements storage and livestock housing land at Jason Hall, Freshwater East – NP/20/0235/FUL. Comments were made.
I) Non material amendment to NP/18/0099/FUL – Thackagate, Freshwater East – NP/20/0212/NMA. No notification of this application was received from PCNPA but comments were made.
J) Reductions in the height of Sycamore and Ash at Beachbank, Freshwater East – NP/20/0284/TPO. No comments were made.

K) Proposed 3 bay garage for private use Freshwater Inn, Jason Road, Freshwater East – NP/20/0314/FUL.

Resolved. A reply be sent stating that the same conditions as per our comments on  NP/20/0033/FUL should be applied.

L) Replacement of flat roof to pitched with external cladding 137 Trewent Park, Freshwater East – NP/20/0335/FUL. No comments were made. 

Resolved. The actions taken on these Planning Applications during Covid-19 be approved. Proposed by Mr Cannon and seconded by Mr Vince and agreed by all Members.
