1. Apologies.

Apologies were received from Mr John Griffiths and Councillor David Howlett, Pembs County Council.
2. Minutes of the Last Meeting.

Copies of the minutes of the last meeting had been distributed to members. The minutes were agreed as being a true record and were signed.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes.

(a) STREET LAMP OUTSIDE BERLLAN. When the severed electricity cable was removed between Berllan and Brynheulog the street lamp outside Berllan and its number were removed from the electricity pole outside Berllan. Some branches around this electricity pole have been cut back.

(b) OVERHANGING TREES AND BRANCHES. A reply has been received from Mr Darren Thomas, Head of Highways & Construction, Pembs County Council, agreeing that trees do overhang the B4329 in the Scollock Cross Cottage to Woodstock Cross area, and the Streetcare Officer is prepared to meet members of the Community Council on site regarding this matter. Messrs Bryn Vaughan and Kevin Morris agreed to meet the officer. Clerk to arrange.

 (c) DAMAGED ‘NO THROUGH ROAD’ SIGN. The damaged ‘No Through Road’ sign outside Gwalia, Ambleston has been removed and Pembs County Council have agreed to install a new post with the existing ‘No through Road’ sign being attached to it.

(a) FAULTY STREET LAMPS. There are two faulty street lamps outside Bethel Chapel, Ambleston. This matter to be reported to Pembs County Council.
