Amended Management Plan – Abereiddy 
NP/20/0191/FUL – Abereiddy Beach Car Park and part of field (at grid ref. 179987  230990), Llanrhian, Haverfordwest.  Members of the public attending the meeting were invited to summarise their comments about the Abereiddi Management Plan and a response was given by Fintan Godkin MUUK. The management plan in its present form is what the PCNPA requires, all other issues are considered to be operational and details are therefore not required within the plan. The 6 spaces on the beach car park are for locals as well as disabled users.  Signage will indicate that the top field car park is full to deter extra visitors.  190-200 cars can be parked in the top field car park. Fenton agreed that the operational policies could be shared with key stakeholders if wanted, particularly if future reviews of the management plan are required as the situation changes, ie. more or fewer tourists, changes in visit patterns etc.  Fintan hoped that if approval is given work can commence as soon as possible and agreed that official amendments would be applied for post approval to give more local car parking spaces on the beach.
After a full and frank discussion Cllr. Brigit Thurstan proposed not to support the planning application, seconded by Cllr. Anthony Daniel.    Cllr. Paul Raymond then proposed that the application be approved in its current form providing that it is heavily conditioned and reviewed within the first 12 months, that the Operational Plan is shared with key stakeholders and that there is a commitment by the applicant to make a further application to increase the number of beach car spaces to 12.   Seconded by Cllr. Chris Prior.  This second proposal was put to the vote and carried by 5:2.
