There remains remedial work to be  carried out to comply with the detailed order placed for this equipment.  The Contractors will return shortly to complete this work.

 d.      Solar Park[Fenton]  - Community Benefit Fund.

            Confirmation had now been received from the Solar Park developers – ‘Vog Solar and Solarfields’. -  of a £10,000 grant towards the current developments at the Community Hall.  Additionally solar panels will be fitted to  the Hall with the ‘feed back’ tarrif income accruing to the Community Association throughout the guarantee period.

a.   Dingle Close – Housing Authority Property – Change of Use.
The Chairman had received a letter of complaint from a resident of  Dingle Close that a Housing Association property was to be used for business purposes. 

An e.mail had been sent by the Community Council Clerk  to Pembrokeshire  Housing  Authority,  but no reply or acknowledgement had been received.

SY stated that he had discussed the matter with the HA and it was likely that the resident  would to make application to the PCC for ‘Change of Use’ and or Licence for the purposes of the business..

b.   Quality of Black Bags[WGC]
The quality of bag currently in use are of  a very poor standard.
SY advised that future supplies of  bags will be of a better  quality.
c.    Potholes Cross Lane[JH].


A number of potholes need repair.


SY to report to PCC-Highways.
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d.    Housing Development – Cardigan Slade – MillBay Homes.[SVD]
It was noted that this development is now advertised.
A number of affordable/assisted houses will be built within the development.  It was considered that the development may generate more young families in the village.

SY reported that he was currently talking to local residents concerning the development.

Access to the site may result in highway alterations which could also be beneficial in addressing the speeding issue on the Cardigan Road.

The  development will generate further S.106 money.


e.     Laptop Operating System -  upgrade[GSE]

The Clerk advised that Windows XP was no longer supported and this was causing problems with other programmes and also put the system at risk . 
He  reported that an upgrade was possible subject to inspection..
WGC proposed that the Laptop be replaced as it was now seven years old.
Members agreed to this course of action.
